On April 23, 2025, the Interagency Committee on Disability Research (ICDR) Executive Committee (EC) meeting was held to bring together EC members to discuss new focus areas aligned with Administration priorities and share agency updates among members. A total of 22 individuals joined the meeting, with representation from the National Institute on Disability, Independent Living, and Rehabilitation Research (NIDILRR); National Institute of Mental Health (NIMH); Department of Education (ED); Department of Labor (DOL); Indian Health Service (IHS); Department of Defense (DOD); National Institutes of Health (NIH); Department of Veterans Affairs (VA); National Science Foundation (NSF), and National Institute on Minority Health and Health Disparities (NIMHD).

She shared that ICDR is proceeding with activities on a quarter-by-quarter basis. As more information is obtained on the next steps regarding new initiatives, and how they can be supported through ICDR, Dr. Parks will share the information with the executive committee once it is finalized. Dr. Parks stated that as new updates come forward, ICDR will continue to align the collaborative research efforts and plan the ICDR events accordingly. ICDR will send out an email for scheduling the next EC meeting to the EC group.
